ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION (pendant)

1. Thread one 3” Rod to the coupling of the fixture body, and then thread
one 3’Rod, one 6” rod, three 12" rods, and join together with
couplings.

2. Place the Metal washer and Spring washer to the Joint, and then
fasten them with butterfly nut.

3. Thread the Support screws to the cross bar and secure with the

Hex nut.

Secure the Cross bar to the outlet box with the Mounting screws.
Pull out the outlet wire and ground wire from the Outlet Box.
Make wire connections:

---The ridged wire (unmarked) from the fixture to white wire from

power source.

---The smooth wire (marked) from the fixture to black wire from

power source.

---Loop the ground wire to cross bar with a green screw.

7. Align the canopy against the outlet box, secure the canopy with the

ball nuts

8. Install bulbs: (Bulbs not included)

ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION (semi-flush)

1. Remove the Butterfly Nut, Spring washer, Metal washer and Joint
from the Canopy, feed the fixture wire through the Canopy and thread
one 2” Rod to the coupling at the top of the fixture body.
2. Place the Metal washer and Spring washer to the 2” rod, and then
fasten them with Butterfly Nut.
3. Thread the Support screws to the cross bar and secure with the
hex nut.
Secure the cross bar to the outlet box with the mounting screws.
Pull out the outlet wire and ground wire from the outlet Box.
Make wire connections:
---The ridged wire (unmarked) from the fixture to white wire from
power source.
---The smooth wire (marked) from the fixture to black wire from
power source.
---Loop the ground wire to cross bar with a green screw.

7. Align the Canopy against the outlet box, secure the Canopy with the
Ball Nuts
